Introducing British Sign Language Learner Agreement

1. Introduction
The purpose of this agreement is to outline the responsibilities and expectations of both the signatory learner and the Lancaster University EDI Team to ensure a successful learning experience in the "Introducing British Sign Language" online course.

2. Course Overview
The “Introducing British Sign Language” is a comprehensive introduction to BSL and is aimed at people who have had no previous BSL training or have only done very basic training such as learning the fingerspelling alphabet.
The "Introducing British Sign Language" is a self-study online course divided into 10 sections. Each section includes webpages of information and short video clips demonstrating the signs. Learners can revisit each section multiple times within the 24-month license period to consolidate their learning and review their skills. Each section is estimated to take 1-2 hours to complete and ends with an assessment.
You do not require a webcam to take this course. The course does not contain audio. There is no live digital or in-person interaction provided or required with this course.

3. Learner's Responsibilities
· Commit to completing the BSL online course within the next 24 months.
· Set aside time at a suitable pace for learning.
· Complete each assessment at least once, aiming for a pass mark of 85% on each.
· Seek opportunities to use your learning and apply it in the workplace.

4. EDI Team's Responsibilities
· Allocate and manage learner licenses and the enrolment dashboard.
· Track learner completion rates, providing reminder communications where stagnancy is apparent.
· Follow up with learners over the following 24 months to review their progress and track successes.
· Regularly report on learner completion rates to relevant committees or boards.

5. Learning Goals
· Gain a foundational understanding of British Sign Language.
· Develop the ability to recognise and use basic BSL signs.
· Apply BSL skills in practical, real-world contexts.

6. Assessment and Evaluation
· Each section concludes with an assessment involving watching short BSL videos and answering questions.
· Learners are encouraged to achieve a pass mark of 85% on each assessment.
· The final assessment is only visible once you have scored at least 85% on all of the other assessments.
· A certificate will be made available to download from the learner portal following completion of all modules to a minimum of 85%.

7. Agreement Duration
This agreement is valid for 24 months from the date of license allocation.
